Student Discipline – My Beliefs

I. My approach to behaviour management is based on the belief that:

1. Self-regulation for most people should be a desired goal and is possible if they are taught how.

2. Human development is a result of an interaction between internal and external forces.

3. Children should not be excessively controlled or allowed unlimited freedom; rather, they should be allowed freedom as long as they use it responsibly.

4. The teacher’s need for control should always be balanced against the student’s need for autonomy.

5. There are many factors that contribute to a student’s behaviour or misbehaviour that we cannot control and therefore should not be spending energy on those factors.

6. There are many factors that contribute to a student’s behaviour or misbehaviour that we can control and therefore, we should spend considerable energy on those factors. 

7. Successful discipline plans prevent problems from occurring.

8. Discipline issues need to be addressed and supported in the     classroom as much as possible, in order for significant change to occur.
